Stud Dog Class and Brood Bitch Class: Each entry is allowed two get unless otherwise specified.
The merits of the Stud Dog or Brood Bitch are not considered in the placement of the entry. It is
the quality of the get that forms the basis for the judge’s decision. All get must be examined and
gaited. The Stud Dog or Brood Bitch must also be examined to determine if there is a condition that
would require disqualification or excusal under the Rules, AKC policy or the breed standard. All get
must be entered in a regular class in order to be eligible to compete in the Stud Dog or Brood Bitch
Class. Handlers of the Stud Dog or Brood Bitch, and all get being exhibited, must wear armbands. Ch.
11, Sec. 8 of the “Rules Applying to Dog Shows” provides that “a castrated male may be entered as
a Stud Dog in the Stud Dog Class and a spayed bitch may be entered as a Brood Bitch in the Brood
Bitch Class.”
Brace Class: Two Dogs, performing in unison, and presented by a maximum of two handlers. Both
dogs competing in the brace class must have at least one common owner. Dogs do not need to be
entered in any other class. Dogs comprising a Brace Class must be named at the time of entry, and
full particulars must be given for each dog on individual entry forms. If a dog which is to be part of a
Brace is not entered in another class, it must be entered for “Brace Class only.” An entry form for a
dog entered in another class and entered as part of a Brace must be marked accordingly in the space
provided for additional classes as “Brace Class.”

The AKC National Owner-Handled Series is a non-titling competition AKC

for dogs that are exhibited by their owners that are not professional

handlers.

Exhibitors must declare their dog is Owner-Handled eligible at the 4
time of entry on the entry form. Dogs entered in the Amateur-
Owner-Handler class will automatically be marked as eligible to
compete in the NOHS. Eligible dogs will be identified by an asterisk
in the judge’s book, steward’s book & the catalog. Professional handlers,* household members and
current assistants to professional handlers** may not exhibit. Dogs must be handled by an eligible
owner/handler for the AKC NOHS throughout the breed level (all classes, Winners, and Best of Breed)
competition.

Owner-Handled Best of Breed will be selected from the dogs that are eligible to compete in the Best
of Breed competition including Winners Dog, Winners Bitch and winners of the non-regular classes.

National OwnerHandled

No class dogs other than the Winners Dog & Winners Bitch are eligible to return to the ring.

AKC Rules in Dealing with Misconduct will be applicable to any person and dog entered at this
competition. All applicable rules found in Rules Applying to Dog Shows will govern the conduct of
this competition unless these regulations state otherwise.

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PEE WEE CLASS SPECIAL ATTRACTION

The Pee Wee Special Attraction is a pre-Junior Showmanship class. The Pee Wee class is geared
toward children 5-9 years of age. Safety is a primary concern.

Each Pee Wee unit consists of the child, his/her parent/guardian/responsible adult, and the dog.
Only one Pee Wee unit is in the ring at a time. This is not a competitive class, but rather a fun, learning
experience for the child and the adult.

e A dog must be at least four months of age to enter the Pee Wee class.

e Bitches in season will not be allowed to participate. If pre-entered, a dog may be substituted that

meets the eligibility requirements as specified by the club.

¢ All dogs entered must have the proper lead and collar.

e A responsible adult must be present with the child both inside and outside the ring. The adult is
to maintain control of the dog outside of the ring.

e At a Group or Specialty Club Show the dogs must be of the breed(s) eligible for the event.

e At an All-Breed event, all AKC fully recognized and Miscellaneous Class breeds must be allowed
to enter, including dogs with a PAL listing.

e At an All-Breed event, it is up to the host club to decide if FSS breeds not in the Miscellaneous
Class and All-American dogs are allowed to enter.

e |t is up to the host club to decide if a dog must be registered to participate.

e How entries will be accepted is up to the host club. In addition to an entry, a release must be
signed by the child’s parent or legal guardian. Please contact Event Operations at eventplans@
akc.org to request the current version of the Pee Wee Release of Liability.

e The entry fee, if any, shall be specified.

e Clubs may specify a limit on the number of children allowed to enter the class.

e Clubs must submit a summary report to AKC including number of entries and feedback to the
Sport Services Department.

The safety of both the dogs and Juniors inside and outside the ring is a primary concern. Outside of
the ring, the dog is to be controlled by the adult accompanying the child. An additional lead, provided
by the Club, will be at the Judge’s table. At the Judge’s discretion based upon the size of the child and
the dog, for safety purposes the adult may be asked to attach a second lead to the dog so both child
and adult will walk the dog together.

REGISTRATION WILL BE TAKEN AT THE CLUB TABLE THURSDAY MORNING, STARTING AT 9:00AM.
EACH ENTRANT WILL BE REQUIRED TO FILL OUT AN ENTRY FORM. In addition to an entry, a release
must be signed by the child’s parent or legal guardian. NO ENTRY FEE.
